WHAT IS THE CENTRE FOR RESTORATIVE JUSTICE
The Centre for Restorative Justice (CRJ) is an exciting development on the justice scene in SA. 
The CRJ is a division of OARS Community Transitions, and has been operating since 1997. It is a venture with key collaborators from the victims movement, with beliefs and ideals that hope to bring a balanced approach with respect to the rights and needs of victims.

The genesis of the CRJ derived from significant community feeling that different approaches to justice were needed to ensure that the current system did not continue to generate damage and harm. This feeling focused significantly on the issues facing victims of crime and the poor treatment of victims by the criminal justice system.
CRJ DEFINITION OF RESTORATIVE JUSTICE
RJ is a process that advocates that the people most effective at finding a solution to a problem are the people who are most directly impacted by the problem.  
Opportunities are created for those involved in a conflict to work together to understand, clarify, resolve the incident and work together towards repairing the harm caused.
